McGovern Tries to Establish Homosexual Rights Protections Using the Guise of a Human Rights Commission
We cannot allow those who defend homosexual sin to hijack the Tom Lantos Human Rights Commission
On C-SPAN today, September 23rd, 2008 at 4:30 EST, I watched House Representatives of Congress call for the establishment of the Tom Lantos Human Rights Commission, under HR1451ih.  Democrat Representatives immediately asked for unanimity from the House Republicans in standing together with them to prevent another “Kristal Nacht” on this, the 70th anniversary of that terrible event.  But I smelled a rat as I saw just how easily some Democrats and Republicans banged the drum slowly in honoring Tom Lantos, the founding co-chairman of the Congressional Human Rights Caucus.
While they were rightly decrying the heinous acts of Kristal Nacht and admirably quoting the Declaration of Independence I did not perceive a true call for action to stop real human rights violations. Instead they put on an act, a show; to shame any that might try to stand against the forming of such a commendable commission under false pretences. Defending the weak, the helpless and the downtrodden would be a right motive, but not using this commission to defend perverts under the guise of “sexual orientation” being a human right.

It is very right to fight against genocide, as happened at Darfur. But Democrat Congressman Jim McGovern had other plans for this commission and he let his intention show in his comments (intentions like HR3685). The hubris with which he and his cronies, and even a Republican, very inappropriately used the memory of such a heinous act to guilt other members of Congress into joining the establishment of this commission was exposed as Rep. McGovern let slip that he considers “sexual orientation” to be a human right, that he considers deviants to be those people this commission should be helping to defend. Mr. McGovern did not call for the defense of the innocent, the truly weak, the defense of the 400 plus million children who have been murdered by their own mothers through abortion since 1973. No, Mr. McGovern would rather us protect men who actively engage in the deviant sin of homosexuality. We cannot allow those who desire homosexual sin to be established as a Federal Human Right classification to hijack any Human Rights Commissions.
A House Republican Representative for Tennessee, Congressman Zach Wamp, spoke on the decline of human rights around the world and told listeners that our rights are given by our Creator and not a free enterprise system. Congressman Wamp stated he believed America is “basically good” and that we as the “beacon of light” to the world must act for that world against human rights violations. He encouraged us to “be engaged”, not as an individual nation but as an active member of a “global market place”. Mr. Wamp, Tennessee’s elected representative (hello, Tennessee, are you guys awake?) said “We have a chance of standing for the rights of the individual” and encouraged every member of Congress to join with him in approving this resolution and establish the Tom Lantos Human Rights Commission. But Rep. Wamp either doesn’t know his fellows, or is sadly naïve (or secretly has the same agenda). For he failed to publicly chide Rep. McGovern for his deceptive attempt to hijack this commission; Mr. McGovern included “sexual orientation” to the list of those who should be protected under the law and defended by this new commission. Does Mr. Wamp understand McGovern considers a man being deviant with another man the same as being Black or Jewish or female? 

“Real change for the people who need it most”, the comment by Rep. Wamp, could be used as a rallying cry for those who want the gross sin of sexual deviance to be classified as a federal human right. Why doesn’t the Congressman from Tennessee get that?
In the Bible we are warned against evil associations. We are warned to be leery of enemies who would shake hands with us too easily. If we allow the hijacking of the Tom Lantos Human Rights Commission by those who want to further the homosexual agenda in this nation, then the next step will likely be a Human Rights Tribunal like the one Canada has, where a pastor that spoke the truth about the sin of homosexuality resulted in him being jailed, heavily fined and is now under the threat of imprisonment should he be so bold as to do that again.

Is this what you want for America?
I was glad to see others in the debate tried to interject the rights of the unborn under the same protections and representations as this commission would afford and provide. But an objection about the number of members being present, a lack of a quorum, was used to quickly end the discussion. I guess that was too much reality for them, or maybe they were just looking for a moment when we weren’t paying attention. Do not let that day ever arrive.
We must watch our representatives and give them NO QUARTER when they fail to hold to our values; because today’s Thomas search of the Library of Congress showed 59 bills so far with “sexual orientation” in their language.
